Instructions for Making Celebration Luncheon Reservation Contacts

I. Our goal is to secure a promise from every church member and regular worship attendee to participate in Consecration Sunday by attending

A. Morning worship on Consecration Sunday, ______________ (date).

B. The Celebration Luncheon immediately following worship that same day.

II. The visitor’s goal is to get the member or worship attendee to attend. This does not include asking people for a financial commitment or being concerned about the amount they decide to give.

III. Accomplish your goal by the following steps:

A. Each visitor makes a personal contact with every person on his or her list _____________, ______________, or _____________ (the Monday, Tuesday, or Wednesday prior to Consecration Sunday). The visit informs people of the Consecration Sunday plan. People much more easily ignore, forget, or say no to a telephone contact. A home visit in which you ask them to attend always gets better results. Be certain to have lists made up for everyone with the addresses of all that you need to contact. Make a master list and be certain each visitor has a copy. Include on the list the email address for the chairperson. 

You may find it necessary to call or text those families that have not made reservations. A call or text message is better than no contact at all, but a home visit will get the best results. 


B. Emphasize the voluntary aspect of coming to the church for the morning worship and Celebration Luncheon on Sunday, _____________ (date). Stress that their decision to financially support the congregation’s mission and ministries is made in privacy as an act of worship.


C. Stress that we want every member of the church to attend, even if they choose not to make a specific financial commitment.


D. Use the reservation card to make their reservation for the Celebration Luncheon.  Remember, people often resist the idea of making a reservation to go to church, so clarify that the reservation is for the luncheon.
IV. Telephone or email the Consecration Sunday chairperson and make a full report of your contact results by 7:00 p.m., _____________, the Wednesday before Consecration Sunday (Thursday evening if the governing board, committee chairpersons, and Consecration Sunday team dinner is on Monday).
Assignments for Reservation Card Visits
The Consecration Sunday chairperson makes assignments for Consecration Sunday reservation card visits. The goal is to contact all church members and regular worship attendees not present for morning worship the last two Sundays who therefore missed the opportunity to complete a reservation card.
